  Woolf	
  teaches	
  us.	
  

-­‐Pacifism	
  is	
  an	
  an,-­‐war	
  view	
  that	
  derives	
  or	
  is	
  conveyed	
  in	
  a	
  child’s	
  
innocence,	
  as	
  Aurora	
  de	
  Albornoz	
  teaches	
  us.	
  	
  

-­‐Pacifism	
  does	
  not	
  mean	
  that	
  one	
  needs	
  to	
  forget	
  about	
  the	
  wars	
  of	
  the	
  
past.	
  Forgive	
  these	
  wars,	
  yes	
  but	
  one	
  should	
  absolutely	
  NOT	
  forget	
  

them,	
  as	
  ScoG	
  Hightower	
  teaches	
  us.	
  
-­‐Pacifism	
  includes	
  a	
  subset	
  called	
  semi-­‐pacifism,	
  which	
  means	
  that	
  one	
  
can	
  express	
  pacifists	
  views	
  but	
  also	
  believe	
  that	
  people	
  need	
  to	
  fight	
  for	
  
these	
  pacifist	
  views.	
  Hence,	
  a	
  semi-­‐pacifist	
  is	
  said	
  to	
  par,ally	
  believe	
  in	
  

pacifist	
  views	
  (debatable),	
  as	
  Rukeyser	
  teaches	
  us.	
  
-­‐Pacifism	
  goes	
  beyond	
  war,	
  it	
  also	
  involves	
  issues	
  such	
  as	
  oppression	
  

and	
  discrimina,on,	
  as	
  Hughes	
  teaches	
  us.	
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
